READ
Philippians 1:25, Psalm 92:4

The Christian life is a life of joy, but when you struggle in your faith,
your joy is affected. Once you are born again, the fight begins. It’s not
a fight to stay saved; it’s the fight to enjoy what salvation encompasses.
Satan secks to destroy your faith. If your faith is weak, everything in
your life will be weak.
